The Word of the LORD Came to Ezekiel

Have you wondered, how long will it be before the people spoken of in Ezekiel
38 come against Israel? Whether the prophecies in Ezekiel come to pass soon
or not, as God tells us through Amos His prophet, “The Lord GOD does
nothing without revealing his secret to his servants the prophets” (Amos 3:7).
Surely you want to know for yourself what is going to happen.

Ezekiel opens in a most dramatic way. For Ezekiel and for us. One that will take
some very close observation; however, we won’t try to do it in a day. You can
relax and trust the Spirit of God to reveal His truths precept upon precept.
Remember, when you open God’s book, it’s always good to talk to Him and ask
Him by His Spirit to open the eyes of your understanding. He’s the author and His
Son prayed that you would be sanctified—set apart, made holy—through His
truth, His Word (John 17:14-17).

I was among the exiles by the Chebar canal, the heavens were opened,
and I saw visions of God.

On the fifth day of the month (it was the fifth year of the exile of King
Jehoiachin),

the word of the LORD came to Ezekiel the priest, the son of Buzi, in the
land of the Chaldeans by the Chebar canal, and the hand of the LORD
was upon him there.

As I looked, behold, a stormy wind came out of the north, and a great
cloud, with brightness around it, and fire flashing forth continually, and
in the midst of the fire, as it were gleaming metal.

And from the midst of it came the likeness of four living creatures. And
this was their appearance: they had a human likeness,

but each had four faces, and each of them had four wings.

Their legs were straight, and the soles of their feet were like the sole of
a calf’s foot. And they sparkled like burnished bronze.

Under their wings on their four sides they had human hands. And the
four had their faces and their wings thus:

their wings touched one another. Each one of them went straight
forward, without turning as they went.

As for the likeness of their faces, each had a human face. The four had
the face of a lion on the right side, the four had the face of an ox on the
left side, and the four had the face of an eagle.

Such were their faces. And their wings were spread out above. Each
creature had two wings, each of which touched the wing of another,

while two covered their bodies.

And the four had the same
likeness, their appearance and construction being as it were a wheel
within a wheel.

19  And when the living creatures went, the wheels went beside them; and
when the living creatures rose from the earth, the wheels rose.

20  Wherever the spirit wanted to go, they went, and the wheels rose along
with them, for the spirit of the living creatures was in the wheels.

21  When those went, these went; and when those stood, these stood; and
when those rose from the earth, the wheels rose along with them, for the
spirit of the living creatures was in the wheels.

22 Over the heads of the living creatures there was the likeness of an
expanse, shining like awe-inspiring crystal, spread out above their
heads.

23 And under the expanse their wings were stretched out straight, one

toward another. And each creature had two wings covering its body.

24 And when they went, I heard the sound of their wings like the sound of
many waters, like the sound of the Almighty, a sound of tumult like the
sound of an army.

26 And above the expanse over their heads there was the likeness of a
throne, in appearance like sapphire; and seated above the likeness of a
throne was a likeness with a human appearance.
